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On foot from Sheffield railway station (approx 20 minutes’ walk)
1. Exit the train station
2. Walk up the path (with the metal water feature on your right).

3. Cross over the pedestrian crossing and walk straight up Howard Street with the main Sheffield
Hallam University building on your right.

4. Turn right at the top of Howard Street and cross over Arundel Gate (dual carriageway) at the
pedestrian crossing opposite the Millennium Galleries.

5. Follow the ramped walkway to the right of the Millennium Galleries on to Surrey St
6. Continue straight, passing the Central Library on your right and the Winter Gardens on your left.

7. After passing the Town Hall on your left, cross over into Barkers Pool (you'll notice 2 water
features)

8. Continue straight on past the City Hall on your right along Division Street, past Devonshire Green
until you reach the T junction immediately opposite West One Development.

9. Cross over this street (Fitzwilliam Street); walk through the West One precinct until reaching
Cavendish Street. Turn left down Cavendish Street, cross over the road and the entrance to
Wilson Carlile Centre is on your right.
